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Rajasthan gets 55 pc higher rainfall;
Met dept issues orange alert

Jaipur, Amid heavy rains
lashing the desert state, the
Met department on Thursday
issued an ‘orange alert’ in
places like Jaipur, Dausa,
Alwar, Bharatpur, Karauli,
Nagaur, Sawai Madhopur,
Tonk, Ajmer, Bhilwara,
Jhunjhunu and Sikar.

The department has
warned people to take shelter
in safe places and not under
trees and wait for the weather
to turn normal before
venturing out. As per officials,
Rajasthan registered 55 per
cent higher rainfall than
normal this season.

Rajasthan registered 607.5
mm of rainfall this year
against the usual 391.6 mm
which makes it 55 per cent
higher than normal. Eastern
Rajasthan recorded 41 per
cent higher rain than normal,
while the western part of the
state, which also
accommodates parts of Thar
desert, registered 81 per cent
higher rainfall.

This season, western
Rajasthan registered
462.3mm rainfall against the
usual 255.9mm which makes
it higher than 81 per cent of
normal monsoon, said
officials.

Surprisingly, Dausa
registered 123 per cent higher
rainfal l  this season by
registering 1191.2 mm
against 535.1 mm of rain
usually. Similarly, at 417.8
mm, Jaisalmer registered 160
per cent higher rainfal l
against 160.4 mm of rain
usually. Sawai Madhopur
registered 98 per cent higher

rainfal l  than normal by
recording 1066.7 mm of rain
against the normal 539.5
mm. Tonk registered 90 per
cent higher rainfall than
normal.

Meanwhile, Rajasthan
officials confirmed that traffic
operations on rail and road
routes were affected due to
heavy rains in the last two
days. The Met department
said that heavy rains would
lash the state till September
7 and slow down after that.

Radheshyam Sharma,
Director of Meteorological
Centre Jaipur, said that the
low pressure system that has
currently formed over
Madhya Pradesh has now
weakened and turned into a
cyclonic circulation. It is
currently active over south-
western Rajasthan, he said.
Another new low pressure
area is likely to form soon in
the Bay of Bengal.

Due to the effect of this
system, there is a possibility
of heavy to very heavy rains

in Jodhpur, Udaipur, Kota and
Ajmer divisions.

Also there is the possibility
of moderate and sometimes
heavy rains in some parts of
Jaipur, Bharatpur and Bikaner
divisions. He said that
monsoon is likely to remain
active in the eastern part of
Rajasthan for the next four to
five days and from September
8 rainfall would decrease and
the weather would start
becoming dry.

Meanwhile, due to the
heavy rain, the water level
was continuously growing in
rain-fed rivers and big dams
of the state. Around 5,600
cusecs of water has been
released from two gates of
Panchana Dam in Karauli,
1,260 cusecs from two gates
of Kota Barrage, 8,133
cusecs from one gate of
Kalisindh Dam in Jhalawad,
392 cusecs from one gate of
Parvati Dam in Dholpur and
45,655 cusecs of water is
being drained from eight
gates of Mahi in Banswara.

Shivraj Singh Chouhan to visit
flood-hit Vijayawada today

Maha govt offers employees a choice
of NPS, UPS, revised pension scheme

Mumbai, Chief Minister
Eknath Shinde in a meeting
with employees' unions has
said the state government
employees and officers can
choose an option from the
Centre’s Unified Pension
Scheme (UPS), the National
Pension Scheme (NPS) and the
revised pension scheme
announced by the state
government in the budget
session. CM Shinde thereby
clarified that the employees
didn't need to opt for the UPS
only. In response to the CM's
assurance, the employee
unions have suspended their
agitation. The late Wednesday
night meeting took place days
after the Maharashtra Cabinet
decided to implement the
Centre’s UPS for the state
government employees in
Maharashtra. The employee
unions had expressed their
reservations as they wanted
the state government to
reconsider its decision and give

options to the employees. They
had pressed for the
implementation of the revised
pension scheme announced in
the state legislature.

"All the officers and
employees are part of the
government. It is our feeling
that everyone should get
justice and a sustainable
pension. The government is of
the view that it will not allow
the officers and employees to
suffer. Keeping in mind the
demands of the organisations,
it has been decided to give an
opportunity to opt for NPS of the
Central government, Unified
Pension Scheme and Revised
Pension Scheme announced by

the State government. In the
wake of these three options,
officials and employees will be
able to study them thoroughly
and select one of them that is
beneficial for them,’’ said CM
Shinde after the meeting.

Under the Unified Pension
Scheme, retirees receive a
pension of 50 per cent of their
average basic pay from the last
12 months of service, provided
they have completed at least 25
years of service. For those with
10 to 25 years of service, the
pension is proportionate to their
service duration. The new
scheme will be effective on April
1, 2025. The scheme's benefits
will apply to those who retire
by March 31, 2025, including the
payment of any arrears. As far
as NPS is concerned,
employees are required to
contribute 10 per cent of their
basic salary plus Dearness
Allowance (DA), with a
matching contribution from the
government.

Vijayawada, Union
Minister for Agriculture Shivraj
Singh Chouhan will begin a
two-day visit to the flood-
affected areas of Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana from
Thursday.

The Union Minister posted
on ‘X’ that under the direction
of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, he will be visiting the
flood-affected areas of the
two southern states.

Chouhan will arrive in
Vijayawada on Thursday and
will speak to people and
farmers in the flood-hit areas.
“I will also hold a meeting
with officials in Vijayawada to
assess the damage caused in
the flood-affected areas,” he
said. The Central Minister will
visit the flood-affected
Khammam district and other
areas of Telangana. He would
interact with the people and
also the farmers to assess
crop damage. A team of
officials from the Union
Agriculture Ministry will
accompany Chouhan on his
visit to flood-affected areas.
The team will hold meetings
with officials of both the state
governments to assess crop
damage. “The Central
government is keeping an eye

on the situation. In this hour
of crisis, the Central
government stands fully with
the people of the flood-
affected areas of Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana and
will provide all possible help
to them in overcoming the
crisis,” the Union Minister said.

Union Home Minister Amit
Shah said on Wednesday that
the Modi government was
closely monitoring the ongoing
flood situation in Andhra
Pradesh. The Ministry of Home
Affairs constituted a central
team of experts, led by the
Additional Secretary (Disaster
Management). The team will
visit the flood-affected areas
for an on-the-spot assessment

of flood management,
reservoir management, issues
of dam safety, etc., and make
recommendations for
immediate relief. Responding
to a tweet by Amit Shah in this
regard, Andhra Pradesh Chief
Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu
thanked him and the Prime
Minister for their prompt
response to the flood situation
in Andhra Pradesh.

“We welcome the Central
team’s visit for an on-the-spot
assessment and look forward
to their recommendations.
The GoAP will extend full
cooperation to the team to
ensure timely relief for our
affected people,” Naidu posted
on X

Vivek Agnihotri rejects Oxford
Union debate invite on Kashmir,

terms topic ‘anti-India’

NCP Kerala unit in fix over Cabinet
berth for Thomas K Thomas

New Delhi, Filmmaker and
author Vivek Agnihotri on
Thursday said he had declined
the Oxford Union invite to
participate in a debate on
Kashmir as the topic was
"anti-India".

He shared a post on his
social media account, X
informing about the invite and
his decline. He also posted the
letters on his wall.

In his post, Vivek Agnihotri
wrote: "I was invited by the
prestigious Oxford Union to
debate on Kashmir. I found the
theme offensive, anti-India,
and anti-Kashmir. On principle,
I have declined the offer."

In his letter, the filmmaker
further explained: "Thank you
for your invitation to grace the
Oxford Union with my
presence for a debate.
Though it is every opinion-
maker's dream to speak at the
Oxford Debating Society, I find
myself reflecting on the irony
of your invitation, and after
due consideration, I have
decided to respectfully
decline. Your invitation to
debate 'This House Believes in
the Independent State of
Kashmir' is a direct challenge
to India's sovereignty, and it
is unacceptable to me. I find
it not just obnoxious but
offensive—not just to 1.4
billion Indians, but also as a
humiliation of the hundreds of
thousands of displaced

Thiruvananthapuram,
Equations in the Kerala unit of
the Nationalist Congress Party
took a new turn, with
incumbent minister from the
party, state Forest Minister AK
Saseendran appearing to have
lost support of the NCP top
brass. NCP is an ally of the
CPI(M)-led LDF and has two
legislators Saseendran and
Thomas K Thomas.

Thomas is the brother of
late former state minister
Thomas Chandy who passed
away in 2019.

Chandy was an NRI
b u s i n e s s m a n - t u r n e d -
legislator and because he was
busy with his business
interests in Kuwait, it was
Thomas who was always
looking after the Kuttanadu
Assembly constituency in
Alappuzha district.

Due to this reason, the NCP
did not have to look elsewhere
for the 2021 Assembly polls
and on expected lines Thomas
won the seat.

However, when Chief
Minister Pinarayi Vijayan
constituted the Cabinet in

indigenous Hindu victims of
the Kashmir genocide of 1990.
Framing it as a debate feels
like turning a tragedy into a
parlour game, where the
stakes are human lives, and
the cost is in blood, not just
ink."

"Kashmir's story is not a
debate topic; it is a narrative
of suffering, resilience, and a
quest for peace. To reduce it
to a 'yes' or 'no' on
independence is to ignore the
complex tapestry of human
emotions and history involved.
The genocide of Kashmiri
Hindus is a story where the
cost has been paid in blood,
not in witty retorts or applause
from an audience," Agnihotri
further said in the post.

Vivek Agnihotri wrote this
letter to the Oxford Union on
September 2, which he shared
on his social media on
Thursday.

In 2022, Vivek Agnihotri
was widely discussed for his
film 'The Kashmir Files'. While
many people appreciated the
film, it also faced criticism from
others. The film depicts the
violence that the minority
communities, especially the
Kashmir Pandits, faced in the
1990s which forced them to
flee their homes. Over seven
lakh Kashmiri Pandits fled to
escape the violence unleashed
by Pakistan-backed various
terror outfits.

2021, the NCP decided to stick
with outgoing Minister
Saseendran for another turn.

Thomas played the waiting
game and two ministers were
sworn in last year in December
as part of the agreement
reached in 2021 to share
Cabinet posts among the
parties having single MLAs.

After the swearing in of
two new ministers in
December, Thomas wrote to
the Left convenor that a
similar agreement was there
in the NCP, too, that after two-
and-half-years, Saseendran
would make way for him to
become minister.

However, at that time the
senior NCP leaders especially
state party President, PC
Chacko was not keen to
replace Saseendran with
Thomas and hence the latter
did not get a chance to become
a minister. Equations appear
to have changed now with
Chacko supporting Thomas.

However, Saseendran has
made it clear that he is not
going to make way for
Thomas.

TN CM signs MoU worth Rs

2000 crore with Trilliant
Chennai, Tamil Nadu Chief

Minister M.K. Stalin, who is on
a 17-day visit to the US to seek
investments for the state, has
signed a Rs 2,000 crore
Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with
Trilliant.

This is for establishing
Trilliant’s manufacturing unit in
Tamil Nadu as well as for
constituting their Development
and Global Support centre in
the state, the Chief Minister's
Office (CMO) in a statement
on Thursday said.

The statement also said
that the Chief Minister had a
productive discussion with
sports goods makers, Nike for
establishing its product
creation and design centre in
Tamil Nadu.

CM Stalin met the officials
of ‘Optum’, a healthcare-
providing company which

already has an established
unit in Tamil Nadu employing
5,000 people. The CMO in the
statement said that the
meeting with ‘Optum’ was for
extending the company’s
operations in Tiruchi and
Madurai districts of Tamil
Nadu.

It may noted that CM
Stalin during his business visit
met several corporates in San
Francisco and now in Chicago.

The CM visited the
headquarters of Google, Apple
and Microsoft and has entered
into MoUs with these tech
giants for investments in Tamil
Nadu.

The Chief Minister is
travelling to the US eight
months after the Tamil Nadu
government signed MoUs
worth over Rs 6 lakh crore
during the third edition of the
Global Investors Meet.

Bihar floods: 25 villages in Bhagalpur
inundated, hundreds displaced

Patna, The ongoing flood
situation in Bihar's Bhagalpur
district has affected over 25
villages as the Ganga River
was flowing above the danger
level at several places.

Villages such as Masadhu
in Sabour block, Shankarpur,
Dildarnagar, Bindtola, and
Jamania of Nath Nagar block
have been affected by floods
in the district. Many displaced
villagers have sought refuge
on the grounds of TNB College
ground in Bhagalpur.

Sarojini Devi, one of the
displaced, expressed her
distress to the media, stating,
“We have received a single
polythene tent from the district
administration. They have not
been provided food grains to
us. We are facing problems
due to a lack of necessities like
cooking supplies.”

Similarly, Tanisha Kumari,
another villager, said, “The
rising water forced us to flee
from the village 10 days ago,
and now we face challenges
in securing fuel for cooking
and fodder for their cattle.”

The situation remains dire
as residents continue to
grapple with the flooding,
struggling with limited
resources and basic needs.

In Masadhu village in
Sabour district, a Jal Minar
(water tower) located on the
banks of the Ganga River
collapsed and was submerged
in the river a few days ago.
This Jal Minar was the only
source of drinking water for
over 200 families in the village,
leaving the residents without
access to potable water.

Antima Kumari, the Block
Development Officer (BDO) of

Nathnagar block, said, “The
water level of the Ganga River
is gradually decreasing, and
there is hope that it will
continue to recede in the
coming days, allowing
displaced people to return to
their homes,” she said.

Adding that the officials are
regularly visiting the shelters
and distributing foodgrains
and cooking supplies.

Meanwhile, the flood
situation remained critical in
the Naugachia block, in
addition to the ongoing
challenges in Sabour and
Nathnagar. The affected areas
continued to struggle as they
awaited relief and the
eventual return to normalcy.

The flood situation in Bihar
has worsened as major rivers,
including the Ganga, Gandak,
Kosi, Bagmati, Burhi Gandak,
and Kamla Balan, have
crossed danger levels at
several locations.

In Kahalgaon, Bhagalpur
district, the Ganga River was
flowing at 31.56 meters, 45
cm above the danger level. At

Gandhi Ghat, Patna district, it
was at 48.68 meters, 8 cm
above the danger level. At
Hathidah, Patna, it was flowing
at 42.10 meters, 34 cm above
the danger level. Gangak River
at Dumaria Ghat, Gopalganj
district, was at 62.29 meters,
7 cm above the danger level.

Kosi River, at Baltara,
Khagaria district, was flowing
at 34.01 meters, 16 cm above
the danger level. At Kursela,
Katihar district, the Kosi was
at 39.63 meters, 63 cm above
the danger level.

Bagmati River, at Benibad,
Muzaffarpur district, was
flowing at 49.19 meters, 51
cm above the danger level.
Burhi Gandak River was
flowing at 37.31 meters in
Khagaria, an alarming 73 cm
above the danger level. Kamla
Balan River was flowing at
50.40 meters at Jhanjharpur,
40 cm above the danger level.

These elevated water
levels have intensified the
flood threat in several districts,
increasing displacement and
challenges for residents.

Hyderabad, Andhra
Pradesh Police on Thursday
arrested former MP and YSR
Congress Party leader
Nandigam Suresh in
connection with the attack on
the Telugu Desam Party (TDP)
office in Andhra Pradesh in
2021. A police team from
Andhra Pradesh arrested
Suresh in Hyderabad and
shifted him to Mangalagiri in
Guntur district of Andhra
Pradesh, where a case was
registered against him for the
attack on the TDP office. The
YSRCP leader was arrested a
day after the Andhra Pradesh
High Court dismissed the
anticipatory bail petitions filed
by him and other leaders.

After the High Court order,
police had launched a search
for Suresh. Police had gone to
his house at
Uddandarayunipalem village in
Guntur district but he was not
found there. On receiving
information about Suresh's
presence in Hyderabad,
Andhra Pradesh Police
reached here and arrested
him. The High Court had
Wednesday dismissed
anticipatory bail petitions of
Suresh and other YSRCP
leaders in the case related to
the attack on TDP
headquarters at Mangalagiri.
The court also dismissed their
petitions, seeking suspension
of the orders to enable them
to approach the Supreme
Court for relief.

YSRC MLCs Lella
Appireddy and Talasila
Raghuram, and party leader
Devineni Avinash are among
those named in the TDP office
attack case. With the High
Court denying them
anticipatory bail, police have
formed special teams to arrest
them. The High Court also
dismissed the anticipatory bail
plea of former minister Jogi
Ramesh and his followers
involved in the case related to
the attack on the residence of
TDP chief N. Chandrababu
Naidu when he was the
Opposition leader.
