On the occasion of Basant
Panchami, the great festival of
spring joy and enthusiasm in
the district, Goswami Mahant
Achyutanand Maharaj, the
Peethadheeshwar of
Beneshwar Dham,
inaugurated the Basantotsav
festival by hoisting the seven-
coloured flag at the
Vishwapeeth Harimandir of
the Mav sect in Sabla town.
Along with this, the
Beneshwar Mela (Fair), which
is called the Maha Kumbh of
the tribals, will also begin on
the upcoming Ekadashi.

Mahant Achyutanand
Maharaj worshiped Lord
Nishkalnk and Mother Sharada
at the Sabla Hari Mandir of
the district. Meanwhile, the
people of the Saad community,
devotees of Saint Mavji, made
the atmosphere devotional by
singing bhajans and kirtans on
this great festival of spring joy.
As per tradition, the

Peethadheeshwar performed
aarti by offering mango leaves
and buds on the seven-
coloured flag. Later, the
Basantotsav festival was
inaugurated in the Vagad
region by hoisting the seven-
coloured flag on the peak of
the Mav palace. As per the
age-old tradition,
Peethadheeshwar presented
prize money and coconut to
the devotees who served in
every way in the temple,
including the Saad devotees
who sang the verses of Sant
Maviji.

On this day, the
Palki Yatra and Shahi Snan of
Mahant Achyutananda

Maharaj will be the main
attraction. Mahant
Achyutanand Maharaj will
leave for Beneshwar Dham
from Sabla Harimandir in a
palanquin while singing
bhajans and kirtans with
thousands of Bhav devotees.
There will be a royal bath at
Abudarra Ghat, the Triveni
Sangam of Som, Mahi and
Jakham rivers. On this day,
thousands of people will offer
tarpan and arranging for their
ancestors. After taking a dip in
the Triveni Sangam, people will
visit the temples located at the
Dham. According to beliefs,
this fair has been held for about
three hundred years. The
stories of Sant Mavji Maharaj
and Beneshwar are popular
everywhere. After taking a dip
in the Sangam, everyone is
eager to go to the Beneshwar
temple to see Lord Shiva. This
fair held in the premises of the
Beneshwar temple s
dedicated to Lord Shiva.
There is also a temple of Lord
Vishnu near this temple built
on the Sangam, about which
it is believed that this temple
was built at the time when
Maviji, the incarnation of Lord
